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DAY 6 - Optional visit to the Brazilian side of the falls

Today you will have a free day with the opportunity to visit the Brazilian side of the falls (optional) which gives a panoramic view of
these mighty cataracts. Four times wider than Niagara, the falls hurtle over high cliffs into a marvellous curved amphitheatre several
miles wide - a breathtaking sight. The noise is tremendous and huge clouds of mistare churned up by the cascade. The surrounding
spray-soaked forest is alive with brightly plumaged toucans, parrots, hummingbirds and colourful butterflies. This afternoon there
areanumber of optional trips, for amore spectacular view of the falls you may like to take a 10 minute helicopter flight. Or you
could always visit the Tropicana Bird Park lying in the rainforest near the entrance gate - this is a must for ornithologists and anyone
interested in local wildlife. Another option this afternoon is an excursion to the 65 stories high Itaipu Dam, the largest hydroelectric

plantinthe world, with an 8km long dam and areservoir that covers 1400 square kilometres. The outputfrom the plant, supplies
some 80% of Paraguay's electricity and 25% of Brazil's.

Argentina: Visas are notrequired for UK, US, Canadian, Australian and New Zealand citizens. However US, Canadian and
Australian citizens will need make a payment called the 'reciprocity fee' in advance of travel to enter Argentina. This currently costs
100USD for Australian citizens, 70USD for Canadian citizens and 131USD for UScitizens. This payment needs to be made online at
http://www.migraciones.gov.ar/accesibleingles The receipt generated at the time of online payment must be printed and given to
localimmigration authorities together with your passport. Brazil: Visas are notrequired for UK citizens. They are, however,
required for Canadian, Australian and US citizens. Other nationalities should consult the relevant consulate. USA: (including those
in transit) Citizens of the UK, New Zealand, Australia, Canada and passportholders from several EU countries can enter the United
States without a visa under the Visa Waiver Program (VWP) - where you apply for an ESTA (Electronic System for Travel
Authorisation), which applies if you enter the country by sea or by air. This mustbe done on line - https://esta.cbp.dhs.gov no later
than 72 hours prior to travel. Travellers who have notregistered before their trip are likely be refused boarding. You must have an
electronic passportwith adigital chip containing biometric information aboutthe passportowner. UK passports which are
biometric feature a small gold symbol (camera) at the bottom of the front cover.
