DAY 1 - Join tour Quito

Quito is Ecuador's mountain capital and the second highest capital city in Latin America (2850m). One of South America's most
beautiful cities, Quito lies in a narrow valley at the foot of the Pichincha Volcano, surrounded by snow-capped mountains and
extinctvolcanoes. Quito is separated into the old and the new cities. The old city isa UNESCO Heritage site due to its rich blend of
colonial architecture, imposing churches and bustling local markets. Some of the main sites include the Plaza de la Independencia,
the cultural heart of the colonial city which is home to the Catedral de Quito, and La Compania church which is considered one of
the most beautiful churchesin the Americas with its magnificent gilded altars, walls and ceilings. The church of San Francisco,
Quito's largestand oldest colonial church builtin 1553, is also worth a visit. A climb to the top of Cerro Panecillo affords one of the
best views across the city and the surrounding mountains, presenting you with an unparalleled vista of the encircling Andes from
the viewing platform offered by the statue of the Virgen de Quito.

DAY 2-Fly to San Cristobal Island, transfer to the Monserrat

Today we transfer to the airportearly for our flight to the Galapagos Islands via Guayaquil (refuelling stop only, you will not
disembark the plane). Lying on the Equator, 970km west of the Ecuadorean coast, the Galapagos National Park is aunique
collection of islands, formed by volcanoes over hundreds of thousands of years and consists of six main islands, 12 smaller islands
as well as over 40 smallislets, supporting adistinctand unique flora and fauna, including prehistoric creatures found nowhere else
on earth. This desolate and fantastic habitat was discovered in 1535 by Fray Tomas de Berlanga. One of the original designations by
him was Las Islas Encantadas, the Enchanted Isles. Charles Darwin visited the islands on the Beagle exactly three hundred years
later, in 1835. He observed the total isolation of the giant reptiles and other creatures, and this played a substantial partin his
formulation of the theory of evolution. The Galapagos have never been connected with the continent. Gradually, over many
hundreds of thousands of years, animals and plants from over the sea somehow migrated there and as time went by they adapted
themselves to Galapagos conditions and came to differ more and more from their continental ancestors. Thus many of them are
unique: aquarter of the species of shore fish, half of the plants and almost all the reptiles are found nowhere else. In many cases
differentforms have evolved on the differentislands. Of the extraordinary animals to be found in the Galapagos many arereptiles,
such as the great tortoise, large land iguanas, numerous lizards and three species of non-poisonous snakes. There are also several
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species of turtle, which come ashore to mate. Up to three quarters of a million seabirds flock to the islands, including a third of the
world's blue-footed boobies, frigate birds, pelicans, cormorants, albatross and petrels. Only 35cm tall, the Galapagos penguin can
be seen swimmingamong tropical mangroves, whilst offshore itiscommon to see dolphins, sealions and fur seals playingin the
water. Fearless though not tame, the extraordinary wildlife can be easily approached and the opportunities for photography are
superb. The Galapagos National Park charges a visitor fee of $110 USD, payable on arrival, which funds park maintenance and
supervision in the Galapagos, as well as ecological study, conservation and infrastructure developmentin Ecuador's other national
parks. Entry fees and the funds they generate for the national park system are among measures taken by the Ecuadorian
governmentto protectits natural heritage. On arrival in San Cristobal, we will meet our naturalist guide and transfer to our home
for the next seven nights, the Monserrat. San Cristobal is the easternmostisland of the Galapagos archipelago and one of the oldest
geologically. The principal town is Puerto Baquerizo Moreno, the capital of the Galapagos. We will spend the afternoon visiting Isla
Lobos, where we will be greeted by frolicking sea lions.

DAY 3-Walk to Cerro Brujo and visit the Highlands

Our firstlanding for the day is at Cerro Brujo, where there is a chance to go hiking, swimming and snorkelling. The sandy beach is
home to Sally Lightfoot crabs, brown pelicans, blue footed boobies and California sea lions. We will spend the afternoon visiting in
the Highlands - a tortoise natural breeding area, surrounded by endemic flora of the islands.

DAY 4 - Discover Punta Suarez on Espanola Island

Today we head to Punta Suarez on Espanola Island. The southernmostisland in the Galapagos archipelago is home to several
wildlife species, including masked and blue footed boobies. A hike to the top of the cliff makes for spectacular photo opportunities.
Punta Suarez on the western side of EspanolaIsland is spectacular: gargantuan waves break on jagged cliffs and large bird colonies
thickly populate the interior of theisland; there is a distinct feel of desolate wilderness here. The waved albatross is seen here from
April to December during its mating/nesting season. This bird leaves land between January and March each year to make its annual
odyssey far out to sea. Amazingly, Espanolais the nesting site of virtually the entire world population of this species, with more than
12,000 pairsresiding here. Large numbers of masked and blue footed boobies are also found here, red-billed tropicbirds dash
madly through the air, and both marineiguanas and sea lions are common. A huge blowhole, where the surfis forced through a
natural rock formation spouting seawater 15 to 20m into the air, adds to theisland's impression of untamed beauty. We follow the
trail through arookery and learn the geological history of the island from our naturalist guide, including its dramatic volcanic
features, climate, flora and fauna.

DAY 5 - Observe the wildlife of Floreanalsland, visit Post Office Bay
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The history of Floreana Island has gradually evolved to reach near mythic proportions. The story begins when abaroness and her
two lovers, a German doctor and his mistress, and a German couple and their young son all came to settle on this land. Their
dalliances and disasters, shrouded in mystery, were chronicled in John Treherne's book 'The Galapagos Affair'. Descendants of the
German family, the Wittmers, still live on the island in the small community of Puerto Velasco Ibarra. Mrs. Margaret Wittmer has
also written a booked entitled 'Floreana' and this can be purchased atthe airportin Baltraor atalocal bookstore. This morning we
make our way to Punta Cormoranton the northern partof Floreanalsland. Thelandingis on a beach of green sand, coloured by
olivine crystals, volcanic-derived silicates of magnesium and iron. The trail leads to a lake normally inhabited by flamingos and other
shore birds and continues to a beach of fine white sand particles known as 'Flour Beach', an important nesting site for turtles. Later
in the afternoon we stop at Post Office Bay, which has alot of history. A barrel was placed herein the late 18th century by English
whaling vessels to be used as a post office. Passing ships would stop to leave mail for loved ones, collecting at the same time any mail
destined for ports on their itineraries. Today the box is used mainly by tourists, who may drop off and pick up unstamped letters to
be carried to far destinations. The remains of a Norwegian canning factory are the only evidence of the island's history prior to its
designation as a protected area. A short hike up past the postbarrel takes you to an interesting lava cave. With the aid of atorch, you
can descend about 80m to the pointwhere the sea enters the cave. We will end our day's activities with a snorkelling excursion at
Champion Islet.

DAY 6 - Visit the Charles Darwin Research Station

In the morning we arrive in Puerto Ayora, on Santa Cruz Island. Santa Cruz is the second largestisland in the Galapagos and has the
largest population, with Puerto Ayora as its main town. It also boasts the most varied of the islands' vegetation zones: coastal,
transition, scalesia, miconia and pampa. The Charles Darwin Research Station is a ten minute walk from the centre of the town and
has been responsible for conservation projects within theislands since 1959 (the centenary of the publication of Darwin's book the
Origin of the Species). Here, an exhibition centre displays photos of recent volcanic eruptions, charts outlining geological
formations and drawings of the evolutionary development of endemic species. A corral houses adult Galapagos tortoises, and a
nursery cares for young tortoises until they are about three years old, when their shells have hardened enough to resist attack from
feral dogs. The Research Station is also the training centre for naturalist guides who accompany all visitors and members of the
international scientific community often come to study at the station.

DAY 7 - Travel to Santiago and Bartolome Islands

In the morning, we will travel to Sullivan Bay on Santiago Island to witness the striking and fascinating giant lava formations. Very
few plants have managed to survive on thisisland due to its harsh environment and relatively new lava flow. Enjoy a walk along the
lava formations before coming to awhite coral sand beach, where plentiful Sally lightfoot crabs and sea lions can be seen. Later, we
visit Bartolome Island. A hike to the summit of the island (Pinnacle Rock) provides a clearer perspective of the islands' not-too-
distantvolcanic origins, and the panoramic view is one of the bestamong theislands. From here the double-sided beach of
Bartolomedirectly below, the volcanic tower rising out of the water next to it, and Santiago Island in the distance are all visible.
After the summit hike, we stop at the beach to relax in semi-tropical tranquility. Thereis great snorkelling among the submerged
volcanic rock and around the base of the tower. A short hike to the beach on the opposite side isworth the effort. Itisnotunusual to
see sharksin these shallow waters, and marine turtles nest here from January through till March.

We visit Bachas Beach in the morning, located on the northeastern tip of Santa Cruz Island. Thisis a great beach to stroll on with
crystalline waters perfect for swimming; Bachas Beach also gives us the opportunity to see frigate birds, blue-footed boobies and
sealions. In the morning we will explore Cerro Dragon, on the western coast of Santa Cruz Island. Here we will see land iguanas as
well as visit a salt water lagoon frequented by flamingos and other species of birds.

Temperatureranges are similar all year round. In the highlands: the dry season lasts from June to mid-September. November and
December are partially dry. The rainy months are October and from January to May, but showers are shortand mostly in the
afternoons. Temperatures range from 12°C to 24°C. Nights are cold at altitude (4°C - 10°C). The Coastal Region: from December to
May itishotand wet. From June to November itis generally cool and misty with sudden light showers. Temperatures range from
16°Cto 32°C. The Amazon Area:itis humid all year round. Temperatures range from 16°C to 32°C. From April to August the
rainfall is heavier. The Galapagos: On the Galapagos, the hot season is January to April with largely sunny days and the possibility of
heavy showers; the cool season runs from May to December and is generally more cloudy with much cooler seas. Please note that
although itis windier from July to November the sea can be rough atany time of the year. On the mainland the dry season lasts from
Juneto October, though September can be wet.

If
you don'twish to take your entire luggage with you to Galapagos, please ensure you have an extra bag you can leave behind at hotel
storage and pick up on your return. Please note that the amount of luggage you can bringon the boatis LIMITED due to small cabin
size. Werecommend travellers use soft sided duffel bags of 40-50 litres in capacity. We will accept luggage types onboard, however
if you are asingle traveller sharing with another traveller, it's especially important to keep in mind that cabins are small in size and
it'sbestto packlight.

Tipping

Local crew

Onboard the Galapagos yacht, tipping the naturalist guide and boat crew is customary. There will be two envelopes presented at
the end of the voyage, one for the guide and one for crew members. The recommended amountis $15-18 USD per day from each

traveller ($5-7 USD for the guide and $10-11 USD for the crew members). This is only a suggestion as we understand that tipping is
apersonal choice.

Local fees

The Ecuadorian government currently levies a Galapagos Islands Park entry fee of $100 USD per person. Thisis payable at the
airportupon arrival in the park. Itisnotincluded in the cost of the tour, and must be paid in CASH. This fee funds park maintenance
and supervision in Galapagos, as well as ecological study, conservation and infrastructure developmentin Ecuador's other national
parks. Entry fees and the funds they generate for the national park system are among measures taken by the Ecuadorian
governmentto protectits natural heritage. The Galapagos National Park authorities have implemented a system of Transit Control
Cards atafee of $20 USD per person. This card is to be purchased in CASH ata counter in the Quito airportbefore boarding the
flight to the Galapagos. Please retain this card along with your passport as you will be required to present this upon arrival to the
Galapagos Islands. Please note that this applies to all tourists entering the Galapagos Islands and is a supplement to the existing
entry fee to the national park and is not controlled by tour operators or travel agencies. Itis the first of anumber of initiatives to
track, control and maintain the sustainable tourism targets set out by the Galapagos National Park and the Ecuadorian government
in an attemptto preserve the fragile environment of the archipelago.
