We also
discover the Pantanal Wildlife Reserve, searching for animalsincluding capybara and caiman. Along the way, we
admire the thundering waters of Iguazu Falls and explore the Amazon Rainforest.

DAY 1-JointourinSalvador

Wejoin our tour today in Salvador, the capital of the state of Bahia and one of Brazil's most historic cities. Its roots stem back to
1501 when the navigator Amerigo Vespuccifirst sailed into its bay. Initially considered to be the nation's capital due to the natural
protection of the cliffs rearing from the sea, its bay was one of the finest anchorages on the eastern shores of the New World. Once
anopulentcity from trade and later from the discovery of diamonds inland, this period of prosperity has left a legacy of colonial
architecture, largely centred in the Upper City atop the cliffs - now designated a historic monument by UNESCO.

DAY 2 -Guided tour of the city; free afternoon

Thismorning we have a guided orientation tour of the city. The Pelourinho areais considered to be the mostimportant collection of
17th-18th century architecture in the whole of the Americas. The areais ajumble of centuries old churches, narrow cobbled
streets and spacious plazas bordered by once elegant but now gently decaying mansions. The natural setting is magnificent
overlooking the Todos os Santos Bay. Whatimmediately strikes the traveller is that despite its Portuguese architecture, the spirit,
cuisine, culture and people are predominantly African. The area's riches were originally based on sugar cane and tobacco, with the
majority of the workforce coming from the west coast of Africa - for over 300 years Salvador was the centre of a thriving slave trade.
The modern day population is mostly of African descent - this can be heard in the rhythms of the music and in the dance, the cuisine
and Candomble, a mixture of African and Christian deities and rites. This afternoon is left free for personal exploration of the area
or torelaxon the beach.

Driving from Cuiaba to the Pantanal Wildlife Reserve along the Transpantaneira road we have our firstencounters with wildlife at
the waterholes. We have two full days to explore this paradise for birds and wildlife. There are over 600 bird speciesincluding
waders, toucan, heron, stork, duck and cootand 350 varieties of fish, including the piranha. Animals include deer, armadillo, tapir,
boar, the unusual capivara and thousands of Jacare caiman (alligator). Few visitors discover the remote Pantanal, so there s little
infrastructure for tourists. Our lodge is located by ariver and has a pool to relax beside - awonderful combination of relaxation and

achanceto seethe mostreadily accessible and prolific wildlife in Latin America. Liein your hammock and appreciate the evening
birdsong.

Today we visit the falls on the Brazilian side. Set in a national park, the Iguacu River hurtles over high cliffsinto a marvellous curved
amphitheatre several miles wide - a breathtaking sight. The noise is tremendous and huge clouds of mistare churned up by the
cascade. The surrounding spray-soaked forest is alive with brightly plumaged toucans, parrots, hummingbirds and colourful
butterflies. From here itmay be possible to take a spectacular helicopter flight over the falls (optional), or arrange a visit to the
Argentinian side of the falls to get a close up of the fitfully churning 'Devil's Throat' by navigating a series of catwalks.

You should
also check if you need a visa for Argentina, though thisis only necessary if you wish to visit the Argentinean side of the Iguazu falls.
Argentinian visas are notrequired for UK, US, Canadian, Australian and New Zealand citizens. Other nationalities should consult
therelevant consulate. USA: (including those in transit) Citizens of the UK, New Zealand, Australia, Canada and passportholders
from several EU countries can enter the United States without a visa under the Visa Waiver Program (VWP) - where you apply for
an ESTA (Electronic System for Travel Authorisation), which applies if you enter the country by sea or by air. This mustbe done on
line - https://esta.cbp.dhs.gov no later than 72 hours prior to travel. Travellers who have not registered before their trip are likely be
refused boarding. You must have an electronic passportwith a digital chip containing biometric information about the passport
owner. UK passports which are biometric feature asmall gold symbol (camera) atthe bottom of the front cover. If you have visited
Iraq, Syria, Iran or Sudan since 2011 or are dual nationals of these countries, you cannot travel with an ESTA and instead you will
need to apply for avisafrom the nearest US Embassy or Consulate.
