Realm of the Polar Bear - Expedition

Arctic Wilderness Starting in Longyearbyen, we leave civilisation behind. Our aim is to sail this remote polar region in
order to experience the arctic wilderness, driftice, floraand fauna. Our final itinerary is dependant on weather and
ice conditions, which have to be assessed during the voyage. The Gulf Stream has allowed theisland's 400 km long
western coastline to becomeincredibly rich in animal and plant life, while the remote eastis forever under the grips
of the arctic winter environment. Some yearsitis possible to sail through the Hinlopen Strait to attempta
circumnavigation of the archipelago, while other years thereis a great deal of ice, which makes it harder to navigate
around. There aredeparturesin July, August and September. We recommend the early tours for those who are keen
to see largeice floes and therichestbird life. For those who would rather travel further east, we recommend a tour
later in the season. Our specialist guides will ensure we get the most out of the experience, as well as recounting tales
of Svalbard's exciting polar explorative heritage - traces of this rich history can be found on several excursions when
we go ashore. The Realm of the Polar Bear The further north that we sail, the more ice we will meet, and this ice will
gradually build up into large ice floes with seals resting on them.

DAY 1-Embark at Longyearbyen

Longyearbyen is the largest settlement on the archipelago of Svalbard, with a population of about 2,060 people and about as many
snowmobiles. Located in the Advent Fjord at the entrance of the Advent Valley, thiscommunity has an infrastructure fit for amuch
larger city. Within theislands, there are four inhabited settlements and some scientific stations. All settlements are found on the
west coast, the part of Spitsbergen with the mildest climate due to the warm Gulf Current. Longyearbyen is located at 78°13N
15°33E and has an arctic tundra climate. Due to its location far north of the polar circle, itis polar night from mid-October to mid-
February and polar day from mid-April to mid-August. The settlement was founded in 1906 by John Munroe Longyear, main owner
of the Arctic Coal Company of Boston. \i Byen\iO is Norwegian for\i the city\iO . Longyearbyen was destroyed by the Germansin
1943 and rebuilt after World War |1, with the old foundations still visible in some places. Until the early 1990s the coal mining
industry was the major employer in Longyearbyen and daily life revolved only around the mining business. Today, the community
offers afull range of activities and facilities. Thereis a bank, post office, hospital, cafes, pubs and restaurants and several tourists
shops.

DAY 2 - Around Spitsbergen

Each day will be planned to take advantage of local ice and weather conditions. Distances are relatively shortin the archipelago and
as there are no ocean crossings, so the seas are normally calm. Svalbard is one of the few places on the planet that offers such a
wealth and diversity of natural and cultural history sites. During the next six days we will visit ice covered seas, fjords with
breathtaking mountain scenery and glaciers flowinginto the sea around us. We will spend time steaming through theicein search
of polar bears, hunting for seals. Ivory gulls will be a highlight for keen birders, while we keep a constantlookout for walrus hauled
outonicefloesoronsandy beaches. Krossfjord, Konigsfjord, Monaco Glacier, Edgeoya, Hornsund and Bellsund, are just a few of
the places that we may visit, depending on ice and weather. We hope to cruise in zodiacs along the ice edge, viewing seals, walrus or
polar bears and in fjords with glaciers spilling down to the sea. We'll enjoy spectacular seabird cliffs from the edge of a Zodiac, as
well as walks on shore, enjoying the arctic flora and fauna. Beingin the land of the polar bear, your expedition staff will carry rifles
and flare guns on shore for your protection. We take on an expedition spirit by not having a setitinerary and are free to take
advantage of the best that Svalbard has to offer.

Clothing

Parkas This will be provided by the ship operator. Please register your size with us before travel and we will arrange for your parka
to be availablein your cabin on arrival. Gloves Keeping your hands warm and dry can be a challenge. Thin polypropylene gloves can
be worn underneath warm outergloves. This allows you some protection from the cold when removing your gloves to operate your
camera etc. We strongly recommend that you bring more than one pair of gloves, in case one gets wet (or lost). Hat/Cap Warm,
woollen hat/cap to protect your ears, as well as a scarf, neck gaiter or other face protection, such as a balaclava. Trousers Water-
resistant trousers of coated nylon or, even better Gore-Tex®, are essential for your comfort. They can be worn over your regular
clothes to keep you warm and dry. We suggest that you purchase trousers a few sizes larger than you normally wear as you will be
wearing them over other clothing. Gore-Tex® or similar fabrics are excellent for keeping out wind and water without trapping
excess heat. In addition to your waterproof trousers, warm ski pants are suggested if you have them. Warm trousers such as jeans,
corduroys etc. are also good. Socks Warm wool socks worn over a thin pair of silk, polypropylene socks should provide enough
warmth and insulation for your feet. Bring several pairs of socks, since you will inevitably get your feet wet. Outer Clothing
Woollen, knitor cotton jumpers/tops, polar fleece tops (medium weight), several cotton turtlenecks and T-shirts for layering on
and off the ship. Underclothing Thermal underwear is highly recommended as it will keep you warm without adding bulk. Most
polar travellers prefer a lightweight version.

Footwear

Complimentary, used, waterproof boots will be supplied onboard. However, guests might want to bring their own if they are the
following sizes due to the limited quantities onboard: -men's UK size 12 & 13 1/2-women's UK size below three & seven and above
Guests must bring their own if they are: - men's UK size six 1/2 or smaller - men's UK size 13 1/2 or larger -women's UK size two or
smaller -women's UK size nine 1/2 or larger These are rubber, waterproof boots that are just below your knees with a strong,
ridged non-skid sole. You usually have to step from the Zodiac into icy water up to 30 cm high on mostlandings. Do notbring heavy,
cumbersome boots that make it difficult to walk or boots with metal cleats, as they cannot be used for landings. For maximum
warmth, wear loose-fitting boots and two pairs of socks. Try outyour boots before the voyage.
