After boarding the ship, set sail along the Beagle
Channel towards Puerto Williams, Chile, the southernmost town in the world, where the ship will clear
formalities for the approach to Cape Horn.

Some of the best wildlife
experiences are just a short distance from the settlements. The next few days will be spent exploring this
magnificent archipelago on land and by Zodiac.

DAY 5 - West Falklands

Visit Carcass Island. Named after HMS Carcass, which visited in the late 18th century, the terrain is
varied with rocky ridges, steep cliffs, open plains, white sand beaches and coves. Saunders is the second
largest offshore island and has a varied terrain, from rocky hills to sweeping shorelines. It is an important
bird area and has exceptional wildlife. All five breeding species of penguin can be spotted here along
with black-browed albatross and many other birds.

Optional activities

The following excursions and/or activities are usually available and may be arranged locally. Estimated
costs are provided below for guidance only, are on a per person basis unless shown otherwise, and may
depend on the number of participants. Prices quoted are correct as of the date these tour notes were
originally issued but may change at any time due to currency fluctuations. Please note: These activities
are booked and paid for direct with the supplier and do not form part of your Explore holiday contract.

Kayaking is bookable in advance via the ship's operator. Other optional tours within the Falkland Islands
will be available to book on board the ship.

Clothing

Dress on board is informal. Pack comfortable, casual clothing for all activities. Wind and waterproof
outer layers are essential, and themost important piece of clothing you will bring is a parka. Beware of
tight clothing that leaves no room for trapped air, which is an excellent insulator. Wool, silk and some of
the new synthetic fibres, like polar fleece, retain heat better than cotton.

Parkas

You should look for a lightweight, roomy, wind and water-resistant parka with some insulation. Bright
colors are more visible - and thus safer - in polar environments.

Gloves

Keeping your hands warm and dry can be a challenge. Thin polypropylene gloves can be worn
underneath warm outergloves. This allows you some protection from the cold when removing your
gloves to operate your camera etc. We strongly recommend that you bring more than one pair of gloves,
in case one gets wet (or lost).

Hat/Cap

Warm, woollen hat/cap to protect your ears, as well as a scarf, neck gaiter or other face protection, such
as a balaclava.

Trousers

Water-resistant trousers of coated nylon or, even better, Gore-Tex® are essential for your comfort. They
can be worn over your regular clothes to keep you warm and dry. We suggest that you purchase trousers
afew sizes larger than you normally wear as you will be wearing them over other clothing. Gore-Tex® or
similar fabrics are excellent for keeping out wind and water without trapping excess heat. Rain gear and
Gore-Tex® products can be found in any outdoor sport clothing store. In addition to your waterproof
trousers, warm ski pants are suggested if you have them. Warm trousers such as jeans, corduroys etc are
also good.

Socks

Warm wool socks worn over a thin pair of silk, polypropylene socks should provide enough warmth and
insulation for your feet. Bring several pairs of socks, since you will inevitably get your feet wet.
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Outer Clothing

Woollen, knit or cotton sweaters/tops, polar fleece tops (medium weight), several cotton turtlenecks and
T-shirts for layering on and off the ship.

Underclothing

Thermal underwear is highly recommended as it will keep you warm without adding bulk. Most polar
travellers prefer a lightweight version.

Footwear

As most landings in Antarctica are wet landings, the best footwear is knee-high waterproof boots. You
will not need to carry them with you, as you will be provided with a pair of thermal rubber boots to use,
before arriving in Antarctica. Ensure you take some comfortable shoes or trainers for relaxing in whilst
on board.

Luggage: On tour

The maximum weight allowed on the flights to and from Antarctica is 20 kg (44 |bs) per passenger,
including hand luggage. For Classic Antarctica and Polar Circle Air-Cruises, excess luggage will be kept
in custody in Punta Arenas and will be handed over to travellers upon their return from Antarctica. The
baggage weight limit is a technical requirement imposed by the flight operation. Unfortunately, it is not
possible to purchase extra allowance. Note that at certain points during the expedition you will be
required to handle your own luggage.

Tipping is collected at the end of the voyage and is divided among the crew. Tipping is a very personal

Visa and Passport Information

All visainformation is subject to change. You should confirm all visa related issues with the relevant
Embassy prior to departure.

USA (If flights transit): you will need to apply for an ESTA if you are transiting the USA as you will have to
disembark and clear immigration before re-boarding for the onward flight.

Citizens of the UK, New Zealand, Australia, Canada and passport holders from several EU countries can
enter the United States without a visa under the Visa Waiver Program (VWP) - where you apply for an
ESTA (Electronic System for Travel Authorisation), which applies if you enter the country by sea or by air.
This must be done on line - https://esta.cbp.dhs.gov no later than 72 hours prior to travel.

Travellers who have not registered before their trip are likely be refused boarding. When completing an
application for transit you should enter the words 'In Transit' with your final destination location in the
address line
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You must have an electronic passport with a digital chip containing biometric information about the
passport owner. UK passports which are biometric feature a small gold symbol (camera) at the bottom of
the front cover.

If you have visited Iraq, Syria, Iran or Sudan in the past five years or are dual nationals of these countries,
you cannot travel under the Visa Waiver Programme. Instead you will need to apply for a visa fromthe
nearest US Embassy or Consulate. If you are unable to provide a valid visa before boarding flights to the
US, or entering via another method, you may not be permitted to travel.

Joining Tour Abroad

Customers booked on the ‘Land Only’ arrangements will receive a Free Transfer, provided you arrive and
depart on the tour only itinerary start and end dates. The complimentary transfers will be arranged from
the Explore designated airport or train station to your trips joining point, and then back from the ending
point to the designated airport or train station. Generally the airport or station that Explore have
selected will be the one that is closest to the town or city where the trip starts, or the one nearest to the
joining point. It will be either an airport or train station but not both.

The exception to this rule is customers who are booked on a tour where the joining and ending point is at
the designated airport or train station.
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Free transfers are not available for Self-Guided, Polar, Tailormade or Tours for Churches customers.

If you are not eligible for the Free Transfer then you will need to make your own way through to the
joining and ending point. On a majority of our tours Explore will be able to provide a private transfer at
an additional cost. Please ask for a quote at the time of booking.
