Cambodia is a hot and tropical country, being hottest in April and coolest in January (still high 20s).

Although rainfall is at its maximum in October, Phnom Penh and Siem Reap receive very little rain

compared to the coastal areas, and when it does rain it tends to be in the form of sporadic mid

afternoon downpours. There is normally very little rain between December and March.

Clothing

Pack essentially for hot weather. Bear in mind that the region is tropical (humid) and that days can be

very hot. Lightweight rainwear or an umbrella is advisable at any time of the year, but especially between

May and October. Casual clothes are the most practical (something with long sleeves, and long trousers

for evenings) bear in mind that very short shorts are generally unacceptable and a sunhat

is essential. Shorts and bare arms are not permitted in certain temples. A waterproof jacket is a must.

Please carry a towel with you.

Comfy shoes or trainers with a good grip. Trekking sandles are a good compromise.

Luggage: On tour

Should consist of a main piece of baggage and a daypack. You may have to carry your baggage on and off

boats so don't overload yourself. We recommend a soft bag or rucksack as there are some journeys where

hard cases are impractical. 

Equipment

A torch, water bottle, insect repellent and high factor suncream are all essential, as are good quality

sunglasses and a lip salve with sun protection. Don't forget your swim wear.

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Our hotel in Siem Reap is perfectly situated in the city and close to the markets and Angkor Wat Temple

complex. Rooms have a traditional design with TV, minibar, safe, and shower/toilet room. There is also

free wireless internet connection, swimming pool, pool bar, lobby area, restaurant serving international

and traditional Khmer cuisine. 

We then have a highlight of the tour with a homestay at Banteay Chhmar. The accommodation is based in

traditional stilt houses elevated from the ground or in comfortable tents. Mosquito nets, mattresses with

cotton sheets and towels are all provided. The homestay has shared bathroom facilities with western

style WC's. This is a great way to experience the local Khmer life of the villagers.

The hotel in Battambang is located near the city centre and has a swimming pool, restaurant, lounge area,

fitness centre, spa and massage area. Our hotel in the beach resort of Long Set beach, Koh Rong is located

right on the beach. Facilities include a restaurant which serve sea food, local and international dishes, a

bar/lounge area, outdoor pool, modern fitness center, complimentary wi-fi and a mini mart. Rooms have a

private balcony, air conditioning, minibar and coffee/tea makers.

Our hotel in Phnom which is our base for a number of evenings throughout the tour is conveniently

located in the centre close to the main points of interest such as the National Museum, the Royal Palace,

Wat Phnom, Riverside and the Independence Monument. Rooms have air-conditioning, TV, mini bar and

bathhower facilities. There is internet access in the business centre of the hotel and the hotel has a

swimming pool.

There is a pool at the hotel in Siem Reap, Battambang, Phnom Penh and there are opportunities to swim

in the sea and the hotel pool when staying on the island of Koh Rong

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Cambodia: A single visa is required by UK, New Zealand, Australian, USA & Canadian citizens and can be

obtained on arrival. A passport sized photograph for immigration will also be required. Alternatively you

can now obtain an e-visa prior to departure from www.mfaic.gov.kh

All visa information should be confirmed with the relevant consulate.

If you do require assistance in obtaining a visa then you may consider applying through Explore's

recommended visa service in the UK, Travcour. See www.travcour.com to download the relevant visa

application for your trip, if applicable (UK citizens only), along with details of how to apply for your visa

through Travcour. The Team at Travcour will be happy to answer specific questions relating to visa

applications, please call them directly on 0208 5431846.

Joining Tour Abroad

Customers booked on the ‘Land Only’ arrangements will now receive a Free Transfer, provided you arrive

and depart on the tour only itinerary start and end dates. The complimentary transfers will be arranged

from the Explore designated airport or train station to your trips joining point, and then back from the

ending point to the designated airport or train station. Generally the airport or station that Explore have

selected will be the one that is closest to the town or city where the trip starts, or the one nearest to the

joining point. It will be either an airport or train station but not both.

The exception to this rule is customers who are booked on a tour where the joining and ending point is at

the designated airport or train station.  

Free transfers are not available for Self-Guided, Polar, Tailormade or Tours for Churches customers.

If you are not eligible for the Free Transfer then you will need to make your own way through to the

joining and ending point. On a majority of our tours Explore will be able to provide a private transfer at

an additional cost. Please ask for a quote at the time of booking.

Insurance

It is a condition of booking with Explore that you have adequate valid travel insurance. It is your
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responsibility to arrange appropriate travel insurance and ensure you have read and understood the full

terms and conditions of your travel insurance policy to ensure that you are covered for all activities you

intend to undertake whilst on the tour, including all optional activities.

If you are trekking at altitude please ensure that there is no upper

altitude limit which may limit or exclude cover for your trip. The cost of many of our Polar Voyages will

exceed the capped amount covered by standard insurance premiums and you will be required to pay an

additional premium to cover the full value of your trip. Please ensure that you are covered for the full

amount of your holiday cost, as insufficient cover could invalidate a claim under the policy.

Nothing compulsory, but we recommend protection against malaria, infectious hepatitis, tetanus,

typhoid, diphtheria and polio. Consult your GP regarding tablets advised for malaria. Though not

compulsory, travellers may wish to immunise themselves against japanese encephalitis. Please check the

latest requirements with your travel clinic or doctor prior to departure. The above is not an exhaustive

list.
