DAY 1 - Join tour in Hanoi and guided tour of the Old Quarter

Arrive in Hanoi and check-in at the hotel. Vietnam's bustling capital is architecturally styled like a French
provincial town, with tree-lined boulevards and low-rise buildings. Hanoi is a wonderful nostalgic city to
explore and this afternoon you have a guided walking tour of its Old Quarter. A maze of narrow lanes
named after the various crafts and specialities of the city's artisans. The pavements are filled with food
sellers tempting you with steaming noodles, snacks and stir-fried delights.

DAY 3 - Morning drive to Ha Long Bay and overnight cruise on a traditional junk boat

Leaving Hanoi after breakfast, we drive using the new expressway approximately 2.5 hours to the Gulf of
Tonkin and the breath-taking scenery of Ha Long Bay. A UNESCO World Heritage Site, and one of the
most visually impressive landscapes in South East Asia, Ha Long Bay is the setting for our overnight
cruise. There are between 10-18 en-suite cabins (all bedding is provided) with a restaurant, bar and
sundeck area. Boarding the boat in time for lunch, we set sail and visit Sung Sot Cave which means
'Amazing Cave' which is the largest of its kind in the area with numerous stalactite and stalagmite
limestone formations in an impressive cavern. We then spend the rest of the afternoon exploring the bay
before our Junkboat finds its mooring for the evening. Please be aware, the boat may not be exclusive to
our groups and consequently we may be sharing with other tourists.

After a morning's sea kayaking and cruising around the bay, we head back to shore and disembark the
boat at Bai Chay Beach before driving back to Hanoi. In the evening we board the Reunification Express
overnight sleeper train to Hue, Vietnam's old imperial capital. We travel in soft sleeper compartments,
with four passengers sharing each compartment with all bedding provided. Please note, breakfast will
not be provided on the train, so there will be time to pick up snacks for the morning before boarding the
train.

DAY 5 - Arrive Hue. Visit Royal Tombs and kite making and flying

Arriving in Hue this morning, we enjoy some of the highlights of this historic city including a visit to the
Royal Palace with its Terracotta Warriors guarding the entrance and the iconic Thien Mu Pagoda, home
to the oldest monastery in the city. We also visit Mr Cu's house who was a national champion kite flier for
Vietnam and he shows us how to make traditional Vietnamese kites which you make and decorate with
iconic symbols such as dragons, birds and peacocks. Once assembled, we fly them at the nearby Citadel.
The Citadel is an impressive monument that is almost 10 kmin circumference with the Imperial City
located in the centre of the Citadel which is more than 600m long on each side. Access to the Imperial
City can be made by four entrance gates although the Noon Gate is only used for the King.

DAY 6 - Cycle around the countryside, traditional wood painting and martial arts lesson

We travel to Trieu Son village which is located by the Perfume River on Hue's outskirts for a guided walk
and boat ride. Our first stop is to Sinh village where we meet a local family that specializes in making
wood paintings and they will teach the group how to make these traditional artefacts. We then take a
leisurely cycle ride around the village and along countryside lanes to Thanh Tien village which is famous
for paper flowers. Continuing through paddy fields and the Vietnam countryside, we arrive at Tien Non
village where we board our cruise boat which takes us back to Hue (total cycling distance is
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approximately 6km). An included martial arts lesson is our next stop with a visit to a dedicated martial
arts school that practices the Vietnamese art of Kinh Van, the countries equivalent to Kung Fu which is
based upon defence techniques from the actions of a tiger, cobra, and bird. The owner's ancestors were
chosen to guard the Vietnamese king and he now teaches this ancient art. We then travel over the Truong
Son Mountains and through the Hai Van Pass, as seen on the TV programme, Top Gear, to the historic
merchant seaside town of Hoi An.

Discovering this delightful town, we recommend an early morning visit to Hoi An's fish market which
presents the perfect setting for some great photographs and some priceless interaction with the locals.
Visit the city's famous Japanese Bridge, before wandering through its historic collection of traditional
wooden houses and Chinese temples. This afternoon you could hire bicycles and explore the surrounding
countryside, experience a gentle river cruise, spend time at the beach, or grab the chance to visit some of
Hoi An's famous tailor shops.

DAY 8 - Drive to Danang, fly to Ho Chi Minh City with walking and cyclo city tour

Our drive to Danang this morning takes us past the five peaks of the Marble Mountains, originally
believed to have been islands that were said to represent the five elements of water, wood, fire, gold and
earth. On arrival in Danang, we then board the morning flight to Ho Chi Minh City. Upon arrival we have
awalking tour of Saigon with alocal guide plus a cyclo tour (cycle carriages with a seat at the front)
around Saigon's China Town and the Binh Tay Market areas.

DAY 9 - Morning visit to Cu Chi Tunnels; Afternoon free with optional visit to a water park

After breakfast this morning we head out to visit the infamous Cu Chi tunnels. First constructed by the
Vietnamese during their colonial war with the French, the tunnels were later greatly expanded and went
on to achieve notoriety during the Vietnam War, when they served as an underground command base for
10,000 Viet Cong troops. Exploring Cu Chi gives some idea as to the conditions that the Vietnamese and
their American adversaries had to endure (the tunnels are narrow and can be quite claustrophobic). The
afternoon allows for more time in the city including an optional visit to the waterpark, a great way to cool
off from the mid-day sun.

DAY 10 - Drive to the Mekong Delta, cycle ride, homestay and cooking lesson

Leaving the city, we drive to the Mekong Delta and catch a boat to the start point of our cycle ride. We
cycle for around 10-12 km along the flat Cai Thai village path with constant views of the delta as we wind
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our way around its many tributaries. The route is often shaded which is helpful to combat the humidity
(the boat can pick up cyclists at various stopping points if required). Along the way, we visit Mrs Nani's
home who will show us how to make rice paper in the traditional way and Mr and Mrs Chin's home who
will provide refreshments that include her famous 'Banh Tieu' (traditional doughnut). We return to the
boat where we have lunch on-board and sail close to our night stop. Transferring from our cruise boat to
a sampan craft, which is a small traditional boat that is regularly used by the villagers to travel along the
delta, we complete our journey to our homestay close by. Set in a lovely garden setting with a main lounge
area and dining room, accommodation is en-suite (shower and toilet) with traditional décor throughout.
After settling into our simple but clean accommodation, we have a Vietnamese cooking lesson in the
afternoon and the owners usually give a traditional dancing and singing show to entertain their guests.

Leaving our homestay behind, we cruise along the delta to the famous Cai Be Floating Market. One of the
most colourful attractions of the Mekong area is its floating markets and we visit one of the biggest in the
Delta at Cai Be. Spend some time cruising through the market and soaking up the atmosphere of this
unique trading place. After our visit, we drive onto Chau Doc on the border of Vietnam and Cambodia
via a stop at the emerald green wetlands of Tra Su where we take a boat trip in Tra Su Cajeput Forest with
its many water hyacinths and water lilies.

Driving to the jetty in Chau Doc this morning, we board an early morning boat to Phnom Penh, a four and
a half hour river journey that takes us up the Hau Giang River into neighbouring Cambodia. The
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afternoon is spent discovering Phnom Penh, Cambodia's fascinating and colourful capital. We visit the
National Museum of Arts and the grand elegance of the French built Royal Palace, whose spectacular
pagoda-style structure is without doubt one of the city's most recognisable landmarks. Later we'll take in
the hilltop sanctuary of Wat Phnom, the monument from which the city gets its name.

We take the morning flight from Phnom Penh to Siem Reap and drive to our hotel which will be our home
for the next two nights.

In the afternoon we visit the Roluos group of temples dating from the 9th and 10th centuries, making
these some of the earliest permanent structures built by Khmer. There are three main temples in the site
including Preah Ko (or Sacred Bull), Bakong whose design corresponds to the worlds of mythical beings
(Nagas, Garudas, Raksasas and Yaksas) and the Lolei Temples which are famed for their carvings and
inscriptions.

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Century and was a formidable sight in its day; surrounded by eight metre walls, towering gates and a
crocodile filled moat. We also visit the atmospheric ruins at Ta Phrom, made famous in the Tomb Raider
film and then finish the day viewing the beautiful setting of Angkor Wat, without doubt the most
renowned and impressive of Siem Reap's jungle temples.

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Climate

As Vietnamis a long, narrow country from north to south climate conditions vary considerably. The
climate can be divided into three distinct patterns between the north, central and south regions. The
climate in the north is generally humid and subtropical, although the winter months from November
to March can be colder with temperatures from 10 - 15 degrees. Summer months, May to September
can be quite hot with temperatures from 30 - 35 degrees. Meanwhile south Vietnam enjoys a tropical
climate all year round, with little variation throughout the year (around 27 - 32 degrees), however
May to November is the rainy season when short, heavy downpours are quite frequent. Central
Vietnam lies somewhere in between. The coastal strip is usually dry and hotter from April to October
while November to March is wetter and cooler. A light rain jacket and small umbrella are
recommended year round.

Taking part in a cookery lesson is a great way for the whole family to get involved in learning about the

complex flavours that makes Vietnamese food so delicious. Choose from a morning or afternoon cookery

Our hotel in Hanoi is located in the center overlooking the historical street of Hanoi and famous
Westlake with the famous Ho Chi Minh Mausoleum and the Old Quarter close by. The en-suite rooms are
beautifully designed and have great views of the city skyline. The hotel also has an excellent restaurant,
cafe with views of the city's Old Quarter. After time on the Junk Cruise boat, we travel to Hue where we
stay in a recently built city centre hotel next to the Perfume River. There are three restaurants decorated
in the Nguyen dynasty's style, a health club, swimming pool, bar, gym plus internet access.

Moving onto Hoi An, our accommodation is designed with a Vietnamese and Chinese influence just a
short walk from the ancient town. The restaurant and bar overlooks the swimming pool with free internet
access in the lobby. Finally to Ho Chi Minh City where we stay in a centrally located hotel with the Ben
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Thanh market close by. Rooms have air conditioning, hairdryer, Wi Fi, safe and TV along with a facilities
that include four restaurants, fitness and health centre with massage and spa treatment.

Vietnam: Until 30th June 2021 'British Citizen' passport holders can visit Vietnam for up to 15 days
without a visa. A visa will be required if you enter after this date or if you wish to re-enter within 30 days
of your departure.

For visits of up to 30 days, you can get an e-visa before you travel from
https://evisa.xuatnhapcanh.gov.vn/

For visits of longer than 30 days you must get a visa from the nearest Vietnamese embassy before
travelling to Vietnam. If you want to make a second visit within 30 days of leaving Vietnam, you'll need to
get a multiple entry visa to re-enter.

Please note that it is a pre-requisite for entry into Vietnam that your passport is valid for a minimum of 6
months from your date of entry

All visarelated issues including information for other nationalities should be confirmed with the relevant
Embassy prior to departure.

Cambodia: A single visa is required by UK, New Zealand, Australian, USA & Canadian citizens and can be
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obtained on arrival. A passport sized photograph for immigration will also be required. Alternatively you
can now obtain an e-visa prior to departure for certain points of entry from www.mfaic.gov.kh

All visa information should be confirmed with the relevant consulate.
