DAY 1 - Join trip in Salvador

Arrive in Salvador, the capital of the state of Bahia and one of Brazil's most historic cities. Its roots stem
back to 1501 when the navigator Amerigo Vespucci first sailed into its bay. Initially considered to be the
nation's capital due to the natural protection of the cliffs rearing from the sea, its bay was one of the
finest anchorages on the eastern shores of the New World.

Due to the number of evening flights into Salvador, your Leader plans to do the welcome meeting on the
morning of day two, and will leave a message in reception with details on timings and everything else that
you'll need for the day. For those of you who have already arrived in the morning, our Leader will be in
reception at 6pm if you would like to go out for an evening meal.

There are no activities planned today, so you are free to arrive in Salvador at any time. If you would like to
receive a complimentary airport transfer today, you'll need to arrive into Salvador-Deputado Luis
Eduardo Magalhaes International Airport (airport code: SSA), approximately a one hour drive from our
hotel.

DAY 2 - Guided tour of the city; free afternoon

This morning we have a guided orientation tour of the city. The Pelourinho area is considered to be the
most important collection of 17th-18th century architecture in the whole of the Americas. The areais a
jumble of centuries old churches, narrow cobbled streets and spacious plazas bordered by once elegant
but now gently decaying mansions. The natural setting is magnificent overlooking the Todos os Santos
Bay. What immediately strikes the traveller is that despite its Portuguese architecture, the spirit, cuisine,
culture and people are predominantly African. The area's riches were originally based on sugar cane and
tobacco, with the majority of the workforce coming from the west coast of Africa - for over 300 years
Salvador was the centre of a thriving slave trade. The modern day population is mostly of African descent
- this can be heard in the rhythms of the music and in the dance, the cuisine and Candomble, a mixture of
African and Christian deities and rites.

This afternoon is left free for personal exploration of the area or to relax on the beach. If you'd like to
stay active, there are easy cycling excursions available in the city - these guided cycle trips take in either
the shorelines of the lower city and its landmarks or the Barra district, home to Brazil's largest street
festivities during Carnival time, and leading to some of the most beautiful beaches on Salvador's long
coastline. The flat areas around the city are perfect for cycling.

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DAY 7 - Drive to the Pantanal Wildlife Reserve

Driving from Cuiaba to the Pantanal Wildlife Reserve along the Transpantaneira road we have our first
encounters with wildlife at the waterholes. We have two full days to explore this paradise for birds and
wildlife. There are over 600 bird species including waders, toucan, heron, stork, duck and coot and 350
varieties of fish, including the piranha. Animals include deer, armadillo, tapir, boar, the unusual capivara
and thousands of Jacare caiman (alligator). Few visitors discover the remote Pantanal, so there is little
infrastructure for tourists. Our lodge is located by a river and has a pool to relax beside - a wonderful
combination of relaxation and a chance to see the most readily accessible and prolific wildlife in Latin

America. Lie in your hammock and appreciate the evening birdsong.

DAY 9 - In Pantanal; jeep safari and boat ride

Today we continue exploring Pantanal Wildlife Reserve on foot and by boat, with plenty of opportunities
to spot wildlife. Jeep and boat safaris are all included within your stay at the lodge, and the wealth of
wildlife on offer is incredible. For those who wish there is one full day option (not included) for you to
spend the day searching for the Pantanal's elusive jaguar. In recent years the Pantanal has emerged as
one of the best places to spot jaguars in the wild - although daily sightings cannot be guaranteed as these
vary according to the temperature, rainfall and seasonal water changes. The excursion leaves our lodge at
around 5.30am, returning at approximately 7pm, giving around 7-8 hours of boat time to spot these
beautiful creatures. You'll spend most of the day sailing on the Rio Claro, as jaguars are more easily
spotted from the banks with the help of the eagle eyes of the boat captains.

Set in a national park, the Iguacu River hurtles over high
cliffs into a marvellous curved amphitheatre several miles wide - a breathtaking sight. The noise is
tremendous and huge clouds of mist are churned up by the cascade. The surrounding spray-soaked forest
is alive with brightly plumaged toucans, parrots, hummingbirds and colourful butterflies. From here it
may be possible to take a spectacular helicopter flight over the falls (optional), or arrange a visit to the
Argentinian side of the falls to get a close up of the fitfully churning 'Devil's Throat' by navigating a series
of catwalks.

This evening you could finish off your
Brazilian experience with an optional samba show, or sample the sounds and rhythms of the city in the
nightlife district of Lapa.

A busy day lies ahead of us. In the morning, you have the option to visit the towering summit of
Corcovado topped by the immense statue of Christ the Redeemer or relax on the beaches before our
afternoon city tour. After lunch our local guide will take us to the bohemian neighbourhood of Santa
Teresa, with its winding streets, famous street cars and colourful buildings, whose hilltop setting gives us
an excellent view out to the Guanabara Bay coastline. During our trip we will be visiting the enchanting
and significant art installation of the Morrinho Project. This miniature depiction of Rio de Janeiro's
famous favelas is enormous, made entirely of painted mud bricks and complete with tiny people on the
winding streets, graffiti and even armed checkpoints. In the company of one of the project's founders,
we'll learn about how this project, that started as an amusement, has become a way for the younger
generation to express themselves and their hopes. After our visit we will take a cable car up to the huge
Sugar Loaf Mountain from where the late afternoon views of Rio are breathtaking.

Brazil
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Climate

Due to its enormous size, Brazil has many different climatic zones which vary year round. There is no
‘best time’ to visit Brazil, but at different times of year your experience will vary. Temperatures rarely
dip below 20° C, with Iguazu, Rio and Salvador dropping down there during the winter months of
June to August. Evenings around the coast are cooler during this period but the sea is still warm and
fresh, and the air is less humid. In Paraty, Belem, the Pantanal and the Amazon temperatures tend to
hover around 30° C year round. January to March is mid-summer across Brazil, but warm days on the
coast are matched by the rainy season in the Amazon and the Pantanal. Parts of the Pantanal become
flooded and it can be a very lively time to visit. The main characteristics of this season are the
beautiful water landscapes and the prevalence of many water birds. Conversely, the dry season (July
to October) in the Pantanal is a better time to observe larger wildlife such as the coati or giant
anteater. In the vast central area of the Amazon, the climate is tropical, with warm to hot temperatures
year round, and a rainy season as detailed above.

Clothing

Pack for hot conditions but bear in mind that several different climatic zones will be experienced. For
Brazil lightweight clothing is necessary for mostly warm and humid daytime conditions, though evenings
can be cooler. Lightweight raingear is essential. For early morning boat trips a fleece/windproof is
recommended. Bring lightweight long sleeved tops and long trousers in neutral colours to protect from
the sun and insects.

Tipping

Tipping isn't compulsory, and we work hard to ensure that our leaders all receive a fair wage. However,
you might want to recognise a leader that's done a great job or really added to your trip by giving them a

tip. We're often asked about the recommended amount. It's a tricky one, and down to personal
preference, but we'd recommend between £15 to £20 per person per week as a guideline

Local crew

Although entirely voluntary, tipping is a recognized part of life in this region of the world. Some local
staff will look to members of the group for personal recognition of particular services provided. In order
to make things easier for you, your leader may organise a group's tips kitty for included activities and
meals and if this is the case, they will account for it throughout the tour.

Visa and Passport Information

Brazil: Visas are not required for UK citizens. They are, however, required for Canadian, Australian and
US citizens. Citizens from Canada, Australia and the US can now get their visa for Brazil online.
Applications can be done here -http://www.vfsglobal.com/brazil-evisa/

You should also check if you need a visa for Argentina, though this is only necessary if you wish to visit
the Argentinean side of the Iguazu falls. Argentinian visas are not required for UK, US, Canadian,
Australian and New Zealand citizens.

Other nationalities should consult the relevant consulate.

USA: (including those in transit) Citizens of the UK, New Zealand, Australia, Canada and passport
holders from several EU countries can enter the United States without a visa under the Visa Waiver
Program (VWP) - where you apply for an ESTA (Electronic System for Travel Authorisation), which
applies if you enter the country by sea or by air. This must be done on line - https://esta.cbp.dhs.gov no
later than 72 hours prior to travel. Travellers who have not registered before their trip are likely be
refused boarding.

You must have an electronic passport with a digital chip containing biometric information about the
passport owner. UK passports which are biometric feature a small gold symbol (camera) at the bottom of
the front cover.

If you have visited Iraq, Syria, Iran or Sudan since 2011 or are dual nationals of these countries, you
cannot travel with an ESTA and instead you will need to apply for a visa from the nearest US Embassy or
Consulate. If you are unable to provide a valid visa before boarding flights to the US, or entering via
another method, you may not be permitted to travel.

Please note for your ESTA application you will be required to supply Point of Contact information.
Explore's USA contact information will be listed on your final documentation which you will receive
approximately 3-4 weeks before departure. If you are leaving for the USA before this, please call the
Explore team to get this information.(Not necessary if in transit)

Joining Tour Abroad

Customers booked on the ‘Land Only’ arrangements will receive a Free Transfer, provided you arrive and
depart on the tour only itinerary start and end dates. The complimentary transfers will be arranged from
the Explore designated airport or train station to your trips joining point, and then back from the ending
point to the designated airport or train station. Generally the airport or station that Explore have
selected will be the one that is closest to the town or city where the trip starts, or the one nearest to the
joining point. It will be either an airport or train station but not both.

The exception to this rule is customers who are booked on a tour where the joining and ending point is at
the designated airport or train station.

Free transfers are not available for Self-Guided, Polar, Tailormade or Tours for Churches customers.

If you are not eligible for the Free Transfer then you will need to make your own way through to the
joining and ending point. On a majority of our tours Explore will be able to provide a private transfer at
an additional cost. Please ask for a quote at the time of booking.

Vaccinations

Nothing compulsory, we recommend protection against malaria, typhoid, tetanus, polio and hepatitis A.
Please consult your travel clinic for the latest advice on Malaria, Dengue and Zika Virus. Please take
preventative measures to avoid mosquito bites - these include mosquito repellent as well as long trousers
and long sleeve shirts to cover up when necessary. Please note many countries in Central America, South
America and the Caribbean require a yellow fever vaccination certificates if travelling from infected
areas. A detailed list of these countries can be found on the NaTHNaC website -
http://travelhealthpro.org.uk/countries. Also on the NaTHNaC site there is a list of Countries (and
specific areas within a country) which are at risk of infection and a vaccination is therefore
recommended. There is currently an outbreak of Yellow Fever in Brazil. Yellow fever is recommended for
those travelling to Rio de Janeiro, Sao Paulo, Bahia, Iguazu falls and inland cities such as Brasilia.Please
check the latest requirements with your travel clinic or doctor prior to departure. The above is not an
exhaustive list.
