Following an early breakfast you will meet your guide and set off to the Okavango Delta. Moremi Game Reserve ishome to awide
variety of animals and birdsincluding lions, buffaloes, elephants, leopard, storks, wattled cranes and many species of kingfishers
and bee-eaters, you're likely to spot many animals en route to your campsite too. You'll also have the opportunity to enjoy a

mokoro (dugout canoe) ride along a channel of the Khwai River to view game from another perspective.

Moremicovers much of the eastern side of the Okavango Delta and combines permanent water with drier areas, creating

unexpected contrasts and a unique environment. The wildlife varies between large herds of elephants and buffaloes to cheetahs,
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hyenas, wild dogs, giraffes, leopards, lions and jackals, plus a full range of antelopeincluding the rarer red lechwe. The birdlife is
vastand varied, and ranges from elegant water birds to a huge variety of ducks, geese and heron. Today you enjoy early morning

and afternoon gamedrivesin the park, heading back to camp for lunch and some time to relax.

During morning and late afternoon drives your guides will take you to the
marsh, the Savuti Channel and the hills. Savuti has a very healthy population of leopard who live on the hills and the best time to see

them is either firstor last light and they leave their stony refuge to hunt.
