This region
flourished between 1860 and 1914 thanks to the fashion industry of the western world, where it was all the rage to be adorned with
ostrich feathers. Farms flourished and feather barons made their fortunes, building grand mansions. Today the ostriches are used
more for their leather and meat - try some of the biltong. With a free afternoon in Oudtshoorn, there is also time to visit Cango

Caves. Discovered by a European farmer in the late 18th century, these massive limestone caverns have breathtaking stalactites and
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stalagmites.
