DAY 7 - lgaliku and Hvalsey

Igaliku is one of the most beautiful villages in Greenland and is the oldest sheep farming settlement on the island. Here, you will find
tall mountains covered by snow during summer, lush flower-filled valleys and of course, sheep! Sandstone houses give a distinct
character to the area, as does the stunning view to the Igaliku fjord. Experience the tranquillity and peace of this historic settlement.
Christianity was introduced to Greenland atthe turn of the last millennium, with the first bishop being appointed in 1124. The
impressive episcopal residence Gardar was established shortly after that date in Igaliku. A cathedral was built, the biggest of all
churchesin Greenland in the Middle Ages. For many years, the bishop's palace was afocal point for the Norsemen and visitors from
Iceland and Norway. Theruins of the cathedral and the bishop's palace have been renovated during recent years and today make
up an attractive relic of the Viking period. Igaliku's 27 inhabitants are very proud of their community and are eager to guide you

through thevillage.

In Hvalsey, you will find some of the best-preserved ruins from the Norse period; Hvalsey Church was probably builtin the 14th
century. Erik the Red's relatives established the farmstead late in the 10th century. In 1408, awedding at the site'schurch is the last
documented eventto occur during the Norse settlement of Greenland. We use our PolarCirkel boats to go ashore, to give you the

chanceto explore the areafor yourself.

This iswhy archaeologists believe it
was the last one established, and the first to be abandoned. We might meet some of the hunters who return to seek shelter in the old

The solitude and scenery provide
aperfectbackdrop for hiking. The deep waters of the fjord teem with flavourful cod and redfish, delivering a bounty for both
fishing and eating. Like a pot of gold at the end of a rainbow, the Narsap Sermia glacier flows directly into the fjord, filling the
headwaters with much sought-after icebergs, while wildflowers and herbs coloured in rich orange, yellow, purple and green tones,
painttheidyllic landscape.

indeed found only 200 metres to the south.

Unfortunately, this particular site didn't
have aname, so the on-board captain announced over the radio that on their ship they refer to this location as'Camp Frieda' after
their Expedition leader. Soon after, the local authorities confirmed that from that moment on, Camp Frieda would be the official

name of this position.

Just
outside of the town, at the mouth of the fjord, you can often see enormousicebergs thathave run aground. They originate from the
Jakobshavn Glacier, one of the most productive glaciersin the Northern Hemisphere. These mighty icebergs are unique, no two are
alike and their colours are astonishing, with mixtures of white and blue to shades of orange and red, when the iceberg surface is
struck by the midnight sun. The sounds of cracklingand rumbling echo from one end of llulissat to the other, as the icebergs move

Iceland has acool and temperate climate and, despite its location just south of the Arctic Circle, its northerly latitude is
counteracted by the warm waters of the North Atlantic Drift which encircles theisland. Temperaturesin winter can fluctuate
between about 10°C and -10°C and precipitation in the form of rain, sleet or snow is to be expected at any time. Days will be short,
with daylight often only guaranteed between about 11 am and 4 pm in December. The best time for seeing the Aurora Borealis is
October to March. Summer is generally cool with average temperatures for June and July around 12 - 15 degree centigradein
Reykjavik, although is known to be warmer in other parts of the country. In June and July you can enjoy continuous daylight and
see the Midnight Sun, whilst late spring and early autumn offer long twilights.
